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LATE POLICY

POLITICAL UPDATES:

Eight classes will include discussions of recent political events or issues in the United
States or the world. The dates of these discussions are: September 11, 18, & 25; October
16, 23, & 31; November 20 & 27.

Each student should be prepared to present at least 3 such events or issues in case they
are called on to do so during these sessions. This will require regularly reading
newspapers and/or newsmagazines and/or the internet and/or listening to radio and/or TV
news broadcasts.

Students receive 100% for each day they report on a Political Update. They received 0%
for each day they no not report on a Political Update, either because they don’t have one
or because they are absent. Political Updates are worth 10% of your final grade.
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CLASS PARTICIPATION:

Students are not graded on their general class participation. However, those who
participate regularly and well in class will benefit if they are within one point of the next
higher grade level. In such a case the student would receive the higher grade.

For example, if a student had an 89 average and had participated regularly and well
he/she would receive an A- rather than a B+ for the course.
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PAIR & SHARE MOMENTS:

You will be asked to identify a person sitting near you to be your Pair & Share Partner.

In fact, Pair & Share groups are asked to give themselves flashy (but appropriate) names.

Periodically, questions will arise in class that you will be asked to discuss with your Pair
& Share Partner. After a few moments of discussion (called Pair & Share Moments), you
may be asked to share your group's ideas with the class as a whole. In this way we'll try
to get as many people as possible involved in class discussions.

Pair and Share Partners are also valuable in case you miss a class and need to get the
notes for the material you missed. Partners can be helpful when you are completing your

review sheets and studying for exams.
