COURSE DESCRIPTION - This course is designed for students with
some exposure to Spanish. This course builds upon the foundation created in
Spanish 1110 by developing listening, speaking, reading and writing skills
and basic intercultural competence in interpretive, interpersonal and
presentational modes of communication at the Intermediate Level of
proficiency based on ACTFL guidelines. During this course, students
perform better and stronger in the Intermediate Mid-level while some
abilities emerge in the Intermediate High range. This is second semester
course aimed at helping the student to communicate in Spanish in everyday
familiar situations via recognition and production of practiced or memorized
words, phrases, and simple sentences.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS



STUDENT PRESENCE AND PARTICIPATION: Learning a new language
well requires consistent effort. Student activity in the course shell is
recorded and allows instructor to know how much time and effort a student
has put into class presence. Students enrolled for credit or audit are expected
to log-in to the course and actively participate in the course with frequency.
Y ou should expect to be in class at least 3-5 hours per week. If your class
presence is less than the recommended time for 3 weeks, your instructor may
drop you or assign you a grade of ‘F’. Failure to log-in during the first week
of class could result in the student being dropped.

Participation is 30% of your overall grade. It consists of the following
activities/assignments: 3 passport activities, discussion/introduction, el
horario and Aurora’s email assignments, and the oral project. Directions for
all of these are included in the learning modules in UNM Learn and they are
also listed in the weekly assignment checklist.

ONLINE HOMEWORK: The online homework is done through an
external website. vhlcentral.com This website also gives you access to the
online version of the book (ebook) and all of the homework activities.
Therefore, you do not need to buy an actual textbook for this course.
(the directions to set up your account are included below) Every week when
you log into this site, you will see a list of the activities and their
corresponding due dates. Most of the activities are machine graded, meaning
it will be graded instantly. Some activities may require you to listen to a
dialogue and answer questions accordingly. At times you may also need to
record your answer as part of the activity. So, you will need functioning
speakers and a microphone to complete all activities (these are built-in on
most computers). You can attempt every activity as many times as you’d
like until you achieve your desired score.

QUIZZES and EXAMS: There will be a quiz at the end of each chapter as
well as possible short quizzes on specific topics at the instructor’s discretion.
There are no make-up quizzes. Quizzes total 25% of the final grade. There
will be a comprehensive mandatory final exam covering the material in
Lecciones 6 through 10. The final exam is worth 10% of the total grade.
