LATE SUBMISSION POLICY:

All deadlines for this course are on Friday night at 11:59 pm. The standard to determine if a
submission will be considered on time is the time stamp given to the assignment by Canvas. All
submissions that are time stamped after the deadline will be penalized. The standard is 35% of
the point value of the assignment will be immediately lost. Students that communicate with me
MAY receive consideration for exigent circumstances.

TURNITIN:

Canvas Submissions are checked for plagiarism by Turnitin. This program checks for two things.
First a score for “Similarity” is produced. Basically it is checking for how similar is your work
any others that have ever been submitted to the system. I am not expecting perfection and totally
unique work on this score. If your similarity score is anything under 25% then I am not even
worried. Scores even higher might be OK as long as you are including a Reference / Works Cited
List.

The other thing that is checked is the risk that your work was produced by some sort of Al such
as ChatGPT or something similar. If your score on that measure is over 33% then you will
automatically fail the assignment. You will see a score of 2 in the gradebook. The assignment
can be rewritten and resubmitted for partial credit (up to 90% of the points for that assignment).
Work will not be graded until Turnitin shows a score of less than 20% on the Al Risk.

DROPPING THIS COURSE:

If something happened during the semester and you need to stop this class there are three
available options.

You can Drop the course through LoboWeb or with the Registrar. This option is only available
in the first weeks of the course and the deadline is noted in the course calendar above. The result
would be that the attempt to take this class will not even show up on your transcript.

You can Withdraw from the course through LoboWeb or with the Registrar. This process is
available for more than half the course, but if you wait too long you will need to get a form
signed by the Dean in order to be able to do so. The result would be a grade of W on your
Transcript. Generally this is better than getting an F, but please consult with an Academic
Adpvisor to understand the impact of this on your GPA and/or financial Aid.



You could just stop submitting assignments. The result of that would be your grade would be
based on whatever work has been submitted and graded. See the Grading section above for
additional details.
