COURSE DESCRIPTION  

Designed for students with little exposure to Spanish, this course develops basic listening, speaking, reading, and 
writing skills and intercultural competence in interpretive, interpersonal and presentational modes of 
communication. We will focus primarily on the varieties of Spanish spoken in New Mexico including dialects from 
Northern New Mexico, Southern New Mexico, and Northern Mexico. We will also discuss variation in the 
language across contexts and countries. This is an introductory course aimed at helping the student to communicate 
in Spanish in everyday familiar situations via recognition and production of practiced or memorized words, phrases, 
and simple sentences.  

OBJECTIVES/LEARNING OUTCOMES  

After completing this course, students will be able to:  
1. Communicate on very familiar topics using a variety of words and phrases that they have practiced and 

memorized.  
2. Present information about themselves and some other very familiar topics using a variety of words, phrases, 

and memorized expressions. 
3. Write short messages and notes on familiar topics related to everyday life.  
4. Understand words, phrases, and simple sentences related to everyday life.  
5. Recognize pieces of information and understand the main topic of what is being said.  
6. Understand familiar words, phrases, and sentences within short and simple texts related to everyday life.  
7. Understand the main idea of what they have read.

COURSE POLICIES  

Class Format: This course meets in-person throughout the semester. All assignments will be submitted through 
Canvas. The course takes a flipped classroom approach in which the majority of grammatical instruction and 
practice occur through homework assignments and class time is used to apply these concepts in practice. To be 
successful, it is very important that you organize your time and keep up with deadlines. 

Participation: This is an interactive class, and you are expected to actively participate in our language-learning 
community. Language acquisition happens through personal effort; you should push yourself to speak and 
participate in any way you can, even if it means leaving your comfort zone. Come to class prepared, homework 
assignments completed, ask questions and work cooperatively in groups; the more creative you are with 
assignments, the more fun you will have. The instructor will assign a series of role-playing and presentation 
activities throughout the semester. You need to be present in order to receive credit. 

Attendance Policy: 

Attendance policies are strictly enforced. You will receive 2 participation points each day (on-time attendance, 
in-class participation). You must be present to receive credit.  

You are allowed 2 unexcused absences throughout the semester without impact to your grade. Students may make 
up attendance points by attending office hours or extra credit activities including the Spanish and English 
conversation group.
