This course provides an overview of nutrients. This includes nutrient requirements, digestion, absorption,
transport, functions in the body and food sources. Dietary guidelines intended to promote long-term health are
emphasized.

the planning and selection of a healthy daily diet.

e Explain the factors that influence different nutritional requirements during infancy, childhood,
adolescence, adulthood and later years.

e Apply nutrition knowledge to evaluate consumer concerns related to diet and health, food labeling and
weight loss diets.
